What is the UEL Postgraduate Bursary ?

The UEL Postgraduate Bursary is a scheme that is designed to help postgraduate students with the financial aspect of studying by providing funds to spend on study-related expenses. The bursary is worth up to £120 over the course of your studies. You will receive £20 for each 30-credit module you enrol for. Students taking a 60-credit module will receive a £40 bursary.
Who is eligible ? 

· All new full-time and part-time postgraduate students studying on campus from September 2012.
· Continuing part-time students registering for new modules from September 2012 (including UK, EU and international students).
· Distance learning students and full-time students that have started before September 2012 are not eligible to receive the bursary.

When will I receive my UEL Postgraduate Bursary?
You will receive your bursary after you have completed the minimum period of enrolment of two weeks.
How will I receive my UEL Postgraduate Bursary ?

You will receive the money on a Bursary Card that will be issued at Enrolment by John Smith’s Bookshop (located on the Trading Floor). The funds will be loaded on the cards two weeks after the induction week. The value of the funds will depend on the number of modules you are registered for.
How do I pick up my Bursary Card ?
During enrolment, John Smith’s will be issuing Bursary Cards at the Docklands campus, from the Royal Docks Business School Trading Floor. After enrolment you will also be able to get a Bursary Card from the John Smith’s bookshops at Docklands or Stratford. The shops are open from 9am – 5.30pm (open later for the first four weeks of the semester. You will need to bring along your UEL Student ID card.
Where can I use my card ?

Your UEL postgraduate bursary card can be used at the John Smith's bookshops at either the Stratford or Docklands campus, or online at http://www.jscampus.co.uk/uel for books and http://www.ueldigital.co.uk for digital products such as laptops, printers, software and more
Can other funds be added to my account ?
